P017/26	Apologies for Absence -   None.
P018/26	Declarations of Interest -   None.
P012/26	Minutes of the Previous Meeting -   The minutes of the previous meeting held on 27 May 2026, were approved as a true and fair record and were agreed by all. They were signed by the Chair.
P013/26	Planning Applications - The decisions of the Council were as follows: 
	Review of Harbour Way was moved up the agenda as the homeowners were present at the meeting.
i. WW/26/01196/FUL – Harbour Way, Ellanore Lane 

Demolition of existing dwelling and construction of new 1 no. dwelling.

The Committee discussed the current state of the site and there was a suggestion to add water butts and the need for native planting.  The Deputy Clerk shared comments from the neighbouring property which raised concerns about fencing, vegetation and roadside ditches.  The homeowners present agreed to address these concerns.

No objection – The Committee raised no objections.

ii. WW/26/00837/DOM – Locks Ash, 32 Locksash Close

Replace existing cladding on gable ends. Extend the area cladded to cover the entire top half of property.
No objection – The Committee raised no objections.




iii. WW/26/01081/DOM – Rookwood House, Rookwood Lane 

		Regularisation of existing building and shed. Use as gym, store and annexe.
Cllr Handford declared an interest as the homeowners were known to her and refrained from the discussion.

No objection – The Committee raised no objections subject to the condition that the building is not used as a separate dwelling and suggested that this should be tied to the property via a s106 agreement.

iv. WW/26/01168/DOM – Leda, Roman Landing 

Proposed side dormer window - (Removal of Condition 4 (Dormer window specifications) of Planning Permission 25/03030/DOM).

Objection – The Committee maintains their original objection where they considered the proposed dormer to be unneighbourly given the proximity to the boundary of the adjacent property.  Nothing in this application has changed and therefore Condition 4 should remain.

v. WW/26/01175/PNO – Land West of Rookwood Lane

		Proposed access track to arable land.

No Objection – The Committee raised no objections.

vi. WW/26/01142/PLD – Rayozone, 8 Marine Drive West

Construction of single storey garden room and detached store.

Objection – The Committee raised objections due to the property flood zone.  If the Local Planning Authority is mindful to approve this application, the Council ask that a condition be applied so that the outbuilding is not used for habitable accommodation or a separate dwelling. 

vii. WW/26/01159/LBC – Elm Tree Cottage, Elms Lane

Internal alterations, addition of 1st floor bathroom, new door opening to east elevation, partial chimney re-build and conservation repair works.

No Objection – The Committee raised no objections.

viii. WW/25/02835/DOM – Little Ashlyns, Wellsfield

Single storey rear extension, internal and external alterations and associated works.

No Objection – The Committee noted the increased bulk of the roof and raised no objections.
